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Traffic Calming Location Selection/Ranking

Screen candidate locations, removing road segments:
Where the grade is greater than 8%
Where the posted speed is >50 km/h
Where the distance between two adjacent controlled intersections
is less than 150 metres
Dead end local and/or collector roads that are less than 150 metres
in length
Where physical features are present that would force a speed
reduction (90-degree bends)
Where a previous assessment has been done in the previous 36
months
Where the road is scheduled for capital project within the next 36
months through which traffic issues would be addressed

Identify score using Traffic Calming Point Assessment Scoresheet:
Speed: Operating speeds, excessive speeds
Volume: AADT, short-cutting traffic
Collisions: Fatal/injury, pedestrian/cyclist
Pedestrian Facilities: Sidewalks
Cycling Facilities: Bicycle lanes
Pedestrian Generators: Land use, presence of pedestrian crossing
facilities

Develop traffic calming ranking based on “Traffic Calming Point’ assessment

Selection of Traffic Calming Measures

Proceed with selection of suitable traffic calming measures using the Traffic
Calming Toolbox

Public Notification / Approvals

Traffic calming recommended to proceed at candidate location by staff
Staff notify Ward Councillor of warranted traffic calming to proceed at
candidate location for comment

Public notified (website, mailouts) and given opportunity to comment

Traffic Calming Implementation

Proceed with traffic calming implementation based on ranking/Town's yearly
budget and planned construction projects

Before-After & Pilot Studies

Conduct before-after (pilot) studies

Pre-implementation and post-implementation data collection (volume,
speed, collisions)

Feedback from stakeholders (i.e., the public, police, EMS, etc.)
Evaluation of data for pilot or controversial traffic calming plans
Documentation

Report back to Councillor and residents on positive outcomes
